Hostel Conduct Rules 

The hostel facility of the Institute is provided with the objective of offering students a safe, comfortable, 
and conducive living environment that supports their academic and personal growth. Hostel 
accommodation is a privilege granted by the Institute, subject to adherence to all rules and regulations 

framed for the smooth and efficient functioning of the hostels. The Institute reserves the authority to 
withdraw this facility at any time, with prior notice, as deemed necessary. Allotment of rooms shall be 

carried out on a first-come-first-served basis, through a lottery system, or by any other method approved 
by the administration. The final decision regarding allotment, retention, or withdrawal of accommodation 
shall rest solely with the Hostel administration. 
Any concerms, disputes, or complaints related to hostel accommodation shall be addresed strictly through 
the grievance redresal mechanism established by the Institute. All residents are required to strictly follow 
the hostel conduct rules as specified in the sections below, maintaining discipline, transparency, harmony, 
and respect for shared spaces. The following activities are strictly prohibited within the hostel premises. 
Any violation or failure to comply with the conduct rules will invite strict disciplinary action, which may 
include suspension or cancellation of hostel accommodation. 

1. Residents shall not screen or keep obscene literature or video films in their possession. 
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2. No student shall indulge in any form of ragging of the students. 
3. The student must not be involved directly or indirectly in fighting, gambling, anti-social 

activities, strike, picketing, gheraos, fast, arousing of the sentiments of the student's body and 
the public, etc. 

4. No resident shall disobey any order issued by the hostel administration, or any other authority 
of the Institute. Destroying the order/ notices of such authorities placed on prescribed notice 
boards come under indiscipline activities. 

5. No notice will be displayed by hostel inmates on hostel notice board without the counter 
signature of Warden. 

6. All the residents of the hostel have to maintain proper decorum of dress. 

7. Forging signatures of fellow residents or hostel authorities, as well as making false allegations or 
engaging in character assassination of students, staff, or hostel administration, will result in 
strict disciplinary action. 

8. Stealing or attempting to steal hostel property or another person's personal property will be 
considered a serious offence and any such incident will be taken seriously. 

9. Residents have to join the mess compulsory attached to the hostel. All residents are required to 

have food/ meal in the dining hall. No resident is permitted to take food in to the room except 
for those reported sick with prior permission. 

10. Residents are not permitted to allow the stay of any other student/ parents/ Guardian/ visitors 
in their rooms. In case of any unauthorized stay, the resident will be liable to disciplinary action. 
Unauthorized stay of any outsider will be reported to hostel administration for suitable action. 



11. Entry of male students into female hostels and female students into male hostels is strictly 

prohibited. 
12. Use of electrical appliances such as coolers, immersion heaters, electric stoves, heaters, irons, 

refrigerators, or any other high-power appliances is not permitted in rooms. Private cooking in 
hostel rooms is also not allowed. 

13. Arranging any kinds of Party/celebration (like birthday) inside hostel is not allowed. 
14. Use of firecrackers or application of colors (e.g., Holi colors or similar) within the hostel 

premises is not allowed. 

15. Possession, consumption, or distribution of alcoholic beverages, tobacco products, or prohibited 
drugs within the hostel or campus premises is forbidden. 

16. Activities causing disturbance to other residents, such as playing loud music, gathering in one 
room in large numbers, shouting in the corridors, etc. are not permitted. 

17. Any damage to the hostel property will be the collective responsibility of all the residents, and 
they will be required to pay for the repair of such damage. 

18. Possessing or using any weapons in the Hostel premises is strictly prohibited. 
19. Residents are duty bound to report to the hostel administrations in case they notice any 

unwanted incident or undesirable activity going on in the hostel, 
20. Residents have to strictly follow the timing of the hostels for their in and out movement. Any 

violation of these timings shall be treated as a breach of hostel regulations. No resident shall 
remain absent from the hostel during the night hours between 10:00 p.m. - 6:00 a.m. without 
the prior permission from the competent authority. 
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Prohibition of assistance in misconduct 

Failure to report 

Prohibition and Reporting Obligations 

Mandatory duty to report 
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No resident shall, whether by act or omission, aid. facilitate, or otherwise assist another student, individual, or group in committing or attempting to commit any víolation of the hostel Code of Conduct. 
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Any resident who has knowledge of a violation or an attempted violation of this Code shall have an 
affirmative duty to report the same immediately to the competent authority of the Institute. 

Willful failure, negligence, or intentional omission to report such incidents shall constitute an independent 
offence under this Code and shall render the student liable to disciplinary action, including, but not 
limited to, warning, suspension, expulsion from the hostel, or any other penalty deemed appropriate by 
the competent authority. 
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
